In the women’s play all four top seeds have advanced to the round of 16. Summer Beesley of
Abilene Christian, the top seed defeated Paulina Trujillo of Cameron University (6-4, 6-0) in the
round of 32 after earning a bye in the first round. Northeastern State University’s Holly McKee,
who also received a first round bye, Marianne Reeves of Cameron (6-2, 6-8) to advance. Rachel
Taylor of Abilene Christian, the third seed, received a first round bye and then defeated East
Central University’s Ana Fernandez (6-2, 7-6[2]) in the second round. Finally, Alicia Cummings of
Tarleton State University, the #4 seed, won her first round match over Lincoln University’s Nora
Zhanda (6-0, 6-0) and then won her second round match with Abilene Christian’s Joy Israel (6-1,
6-1) to advance to the round of 16.

On the men’s side the top two seeds, both of whom received first round byes, lost their first match
(in the round of 32). The University of Central Oklahoma's Kristian Haugen upset the #1 seed,
Casper Steenkamp of Abilene Christian in three sets (3-6, 6-2, 6-3). The #2 seed, Kendall
Smashey of St. Edward’s University was upended by Drury’s Krisztian Kaplan (7-5, 7-56). The #3
and #4 seeds, however, did survive the first two rounds and have advanced to tomorrow’s round of
16. Both #3-seed Gareth Dowdell of Rockhurst and #4-seed Mariio Quintero of St. Edward’s
University received first round byes before winning their lone singles match of the day to advance
to tomorrow’s play. Rockhurst’s Dowdell defeated Zack Johnson from the University of the
Incarnate Word (6-1, 6-4) and Quintera of St. Edward’s University defeated Abilene Christian’s
Evan Puglia (6-3, 6-).
