ON TAP THIS WEEK:  After picking up three wins in four 
matches last week at the Mercyhurst Invitational in Erie, Pa., the 
Panthers dive into Great Lakes Valley Conference action this 
week with trips to Southern Illinois Edwardsville on Friday (7 
p.m.) and Southern Indiana on Saturday (3 p.m.).

SIUE’s Cougars are off to a 7-2 start and earned the No. 23 rank-
ing in this week’s national poll, their highest in school history.  
Their only losses have come to Top 10-ranked Central Missouri 
State and Grand Valley State.

Southern Indiana is 6-2 entering Friday’s GLVC opener with 
visiting Rockhurst. After opening with a 3-0 loss to Northern 
Alabama last weekend in the Ashland University Invitational, 
USI came back to beat Wheeling Jesuit, Palm Beach Atlantic and 
the host team, all by 3-1 scores.

Highs for the weekend included junior Courtney Hendrickson’s 
20 kills against Mercyhurst, senior Tedi Thoreson’s 46 assists 
against Saginaw Valley and senior Maggie Thompson’s 43 digs 
against Saginaw Valley.

GLVC PLAYER OF THE WEEK: Rockhurst’s Nathalia Rivera, a 
senior outside hitter, led the Hawks to a 3-0 record at the Lewis 
University Flyer Festival on Sept. 1-2.  Rivera averaged 4.22 kills 
and had a hitting percentage of .436 in the three matches. She 
had 13 kills and eight digs vs. West Florida, tallied 13 kills, nine 
digs, three blocks and a service ace vs. Davis & Elkins College 
and completed the weekend with a 12 kill effort in the win over 
Shepherd University. Rivera is averaging 3.96 kills and 3.96 digs 
per game on the year.
